Assist Council to effectively advocate for future Federal and State Government resources and funding.





Shire of Melton Growth


One Australia’s fastest growing municipalities, with rapid and sustained population growth experienced since 2001. The current Shire population of approximately 118,000 is growing at a rate of 7.1% per annum (2011).  Council’s capacity assessment based on population projections and the revised UGB estimates a total future population of 383,117 by 2040.





Project Summary

Identification of community infrastructure planning triggers for each identified asset.
