Aboriginal Affairs Victoria’s Indigenous Community Infrastructure Program assists Victorian Indigenous community organisations to acquire, upgrade and develop facilities for community use.


Priority is given to projects that provide an on-going or long-term benefit to Indigenous communities, meet clearly identified local or regional needs, and complement Victorian Government and Indigenous community priorities. 


The Program does not provide funding for service delivery facilities. However, it may be able to support joint projects with other partners, and projects that comprise service delivery and community use components.


This funding category is open to Indigenous organisations which provide ongoing community services funded by government for projects over $50,000.


This funding category can be accessed for upgrades or other works to Indigenous community properties (buildings or land). It cannot be accessed for day to day maintenance activities or works covered by insurance or warranty


Indigenous community organisations applying for funding through this category will need to be financially viable and demonstrate an ability to manage the proposed asset. A financial viability check will be undertaken as part of the assessment process.


Projects undertaken through this funding category may be subject to a first mortgage with the Department of Planning and Community Development in order to protect the Victorian Government’s investment. 


As limited funds are available, applications will be assessed on the information provided on the application forms. Applications for this funding category are required by 30 September 2011.


Any personal or sensitive information collected by Aboriginal Affairs Victoria will be treated in accordance with the Information Privacy Act 2000 and the Health Records Act 2001, and will not be disclosed to any other parties except if required by law.


Applications which include financial contributions from the Indigenous community organisation and/or other parties are encouraged.
