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Project summary


This study sought to investigate the community infrastructure requirements for new growth areas within the Hume municipality, which have been identified for future urban development through a revision of Melbourne’s Urban Growth Boundary (UGB).  Preliminary community infrastructure requirements will be used to inform the development of the Hume Integrated Growth Area Plans e.g. Sunbury HIGAP.





Hume’s growth


Hume City has a current population of 175,000 and is expected to reach 314,000 by 2036.





It is anticipated that Sunbury’s population will double in size over the next twenty-five years from 36,000 to 72,000 by 2036.





The approach


Review of relevant plans and studies relating to Sunbury.


Review of existing Council policies, plans and strategies as well as relevant State Government planning policies and strategies.


Review of information around existing and proposed community infrastructure from previous studies and Council information and service directories.


Telephone consultations with key Council staff, service providers and representatives of government agencies.


Analysis of demand drivers for different categories of community infrastructure.


Identification of indicative community infrastructure requirements for the specified growth areas through benchmarking.





Key findings and outcomes


Limited capacity to expand at existing community infrastructure sites.


Potential to consolidate and relocate existing community infrastructure to ensure greater coverage.


Population size will warrant some higher order type facilities.


Need to encourage staged development in order to avoid lag time for the provision of community infrastructure.


Need to moderate benchmarks with likely community characteristics as more detailed planning is undertaken.
