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The approach


The Project has been divided into three distinct stages. 


Stage 1 is a Literature Review that has now been completed. 


Stage 2 involves identifying the essential elements of a strong community and guiding principles for social resource provision. In addition local and international case studies will be identified to inform program and service provision in new growth estates. Stage 3 comprises  the development of a Framework that includes population triggers and a set of best practice standards for the planning and provision of social support programs and services in growth areas. In addition there will also be a demonstration of the application of these standards to a hypothetical growth area.







































































The Project will develop a strengths-based, flexible and dynamic tool to guide the building of strong communities through the provision of social resources that create self-sustaining families and liveable neighbourhoods. This Planning Tool will outline, for all stakeholders who have a role in building communities, what social resources are needed, when they are needed, how they should be delivered and by whom in the process of growth.
