Aboriginal Affairs Victoria (AAV) in partnership with the Indigenous Leadership Network Victoria (ILNV) is currently delivering the Wayaperri Leadership initiative which includes a mentor bank. The mentor bank is made up of trained and culturally competent mentors and leaders available to support young Aboriginal people to reach their aspirations. 
The mentor bank seeks to engage Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal people from Victoria who are able to guide and support Aboriginal people in areas such as, but not limited to, businesses, workforce participation and transition from schooling to further education, training or employment. If you are interested in becoming a mentor read the following details carefully, complete the application form and return it to the contacts below.
Can anyone become a mentor?

Yes, as long as you are over the age of 16. All mentors will be required to complete a Working with Children Check and a Police Check.
What training is involved?
To become a mentor you will complete the Diversity Mentoring Training delivered by the Indigenous Leadership Centre. The training is delivered over two days by specialised facilitators who have over 20 years experience in leadership, mentoring and coaching.  The training commences at 9.30am and concludes at 4.30pm. A one-day follow up workshop will take place in October 2012.
Are there costs?

There are no financial costs to participants.
What is the Indigenous Leadership Centre?
The Indigenous Leadership Centre is an Indigenous, not-for-profit company which offers accredited courses in Indigenous Leadership, as well as non-accredited short courses in specific leadership skills. The Centre delivers leadership training to Australians of all ages, backgrounds, cultural expression and lifestyles. The courses allow for a wide range of skill sets, learning styles, interests and means of cultural expression.

What is covered in the training?

The Diversity Mentoring Training supports the aspirations of Indigenous Australians who wish to further develop leadership knowledge, skills and networks and non-Indigenous Australians who wish to work more effectively with Indigenous Australians. The training is delivered in a safe and comfortable environment which increases opportunities for engagement, support and peer learning. Participants explore the following modules during the training:
· The mentoring experience;
· Mentoring, leadership and ethics;
· Understanding diversity mentoring and relationships;
· Tips for the mentoring journey; and 
· The future of diversity mentoring.
