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Wyndham City’s growth


Wyndham City is located in the outer west of Melbourne. The most recent ABS data measured the City’s population growth for the period 2009-10 at an unprecedented rate of 8.8% - or 12,600 people. Wyndham’s residential population is set to exceed to 245,000 by 2021, confirming Wyndham as the fastest growing municipality in Australia. In every day terms, the challenge of this growth is significant.  Every week in Wyndham there are: 60 birth notifications; 120 requests from new households for garbage services; and 100 building permits issued.





Key findings and outcomes


Accommodation and the availability of appropriate office space have been identified as the greatest barrier to locating to, or expanding CSO services within Wyndham, together with the need for Council to commit to a process of developing of strategic partnerships with the sector by: 


developing a business case proposing and costing provision of CSO office space;


planning for inclusion of CSOs in community hubs as part of the PSP process; and


developing relationships with Office of Community Sector and VCOSS.

The approach





The research paper reports on the outcomes of consultations with current CSOs in Wyndham, potential CSOs, Wyndham City officers, other councils, State Government and peak bodies such as DPCD, Office of the Community Sector, and Growth Areas Authority.  





Based on these consultations and literature review of current national and international best practice, recommendations are made on how Wyndham City could increase the level of CSO social and human services presence in Wyndham.





Project summary





In 2009, Wyndham City undertook extensive work to identify community facilities and infrastructure required in the growth period until 2040.  Funding from DPCD for the Wyndham Community Infrastructure Planning Project enabled Wyndham City to complete a research paper on how Council could increase the level of services provided by CSOs to align with Wyndham’s rapid population growth.
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
