The key objectives were to:


Review Council’s current social planning framework 


Identify gaps in planning for community infrastructure provision


Investigate emerging trends and provision models relevant to local level community infrastructure planning including the popularity of lifelong learning opportunities and the new emerging communities  


Explore successful governance/management models 

















Cardinia Shire growth


Cardinia Shire is located on the southeast fringe of metropolitan Melbourne. Pakenham, the main service centre is 63 kilometres from Melbourne’s Central Business District. In addition to the Casey – Cardinia urban growth corridor, Cardinia Shire has 27 rural townships giving it unique geographical features and service provision issues. The municipal boundary encompasses an area of 1,280 square kilometres. 


Our municipality is currently the 3rd fastest growing local government area in Victoria. Our population is projected to increase from 76,336 residents to 155,618 by 2031. At present 55% of our residents live in the growth corridor, this will increase to 70% over the next 20 years. 








The Approach


The project was led by an internal cross functional steering group and the methodology included:


Literature review/policy analysis


Examination of community infrastructure models in Victoria 


Profiling of existing and planned community infrastructure in the Shire


A qualitative assessment of service and facility needs to cater for projected population demands and changing demographics  














Key findings 


Facility planning - sound planning and regular reviews of construction programs have ensured that the Shire’s planned facilities will meet the population demands in the growth corridor.


Multipurpose hubs – Council has adopted an innovative model of incorporating core facility elements into its community and children’s centres - detailed site planning and the specific needs of the community, for example, an emerging CALD population, then determine the additional elements of the facility. 


Outcomes


Planning for Community Facilities 


A comprehensive list of community facilities incorporating provision ratios, capacity and projected future demand


An EOI process developed to provide community service organisations with the opportunity to lease space in council owned facilities  


A cross functional capital works team


A Health & Social Impact Assessment Framework is currently being piloted on planning proposals and a new council facility
