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Project summary


The Community Facilities Plan for Casey’s Growth Areas: 2011 – 2036 


makes an assessment of the adequacy of land allocated to accommodate community facilities in five Precinct Structure Plan (PSP) areas, specifically: Botanic Ridge/ Junction Village; Cranbourne East; Cranbourne North; Cranbourne West and Clyde North; and 


Provides recommendations regarding overall facility requirements and the spatial distribution of those facilities in growth areas.











Casey’s growth


Casey’s population is projected to grow rapidly from 246,896 in 2010 to 450,410 by 2036.





This reflects an increase of 203,514 residents or an average annual growth of 2.3%. 








The approach


Engaged consultants.


Reviewed policy and research.


Determined facility triggers in consultation with service providers.


Undertook population projections/ profiling. 


Consultation (with Council officers, Community Service Organisations and State Government representatives) regarding current and projected provision.


Developed Implementation Plan based on triggers.








Key findings and outcomes


Current land allocation through existing PSPs will results in significant undersupply of community facilities in Casey’s Growth areas.


Need to develop Casey’s Framework for the Management of Integrated Community Facilities; and the Casey-wide Community Facility Plan: 2012-2036.


History of undersupply of intermediate and higher order community facilities.


Balance needed between population triggers and geographic spread of facilities.
