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ANZAC DAY 2011 FALLS ON EASTER MONDAY
WHAT DOES THIS MEAN?
2011 is an unusual year in that ANZAC Day falls on Easter Monday. In addition to this, the Victorian Government has introduced restrictions on the trading and the serving of alcohol by licensed premises which will apply for the first time in 2011. It’s timely to look at how this may affect community activity on ANZAC Day.
WHAT ACTIVITIES ARE PERMITTED ON ANZAC DAY?
To ensure the solemnity of memorial services remains the focus of ANZAC Day morning, Victoria has long-established restrictions in place that limit entertainment, sport and large scale shop trading until 1pm on the day. 

Under the ANZAC Day Act 1958, cinema and entertainment restrictions apply on ANZAC Day from one minute past midnight until 1pm. Sporting events where an admission charge is made to spectators to view the sport cannot start before 1pm and require the Minister's approval.
Equally, the Shop Trading Reform Act 1996 restricts large shops from opening until after 1pm on ANZAC Day. 

These restrictions will apply on ANZAC Day Monday 25 April 2011 (also Easter Monday). 

Fines of up to $10,000 apply to a breach of the ANZAC Day Act and/or the Shop Trading Reform Act. 

It is important that any suspected breach of these laws must be reported on the day to 13 22 15.

WHAT NEW RESTRICTIONS APPLY TO LICENSED PREMISES ON 
ANZAC DAY? 
To protect the solemn observance of ANZAC Day the Victorian Government has introduced restrictions on trading and the serving of alcohol by licensed premises on the morning of ANZAC Day. 
From the ANZAC Day 2011 new legislation will apply. Most licensed venues currently trading between 3am and 12 noon will no longer be authorised to serve alcohol. 

There are some exceptions to this restriction including: 

· RSL clubs and sub-branches 

· wineries 

· residents and guests of residents in licensed premises as well as guests of licensees 

· liquor supplied by airlines aboard aircraft or by duty free retailers 

· pre-retail licences. 

Applications for temporary limited licences and major event licences will still be considered if the Director of Liquor Licensing is satisfied the supply of alcohol is in conjunction with ANZAC Day commemoration activities and consistent with the solemn observance of the day.

WHAT HAPPENS WHEN ANZAC DAY FALLS ON A WEEKEND?
When ANZAC Day falls on a Saturday, the public holiday remains on Saturday 25 April.

When ANZAC Day falls on a Sunday, the public holiday is on Monday 26 April.

When ANZAC Day falls on Easter Monday, as it does in 2011, the public holiday is on Tuesday 26 April. 
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
