The boundary begins in Warragul township at the junction of Brandy Creek Road (as Victoria Street), the Korumburra-Warragul Road (as Alfred Street) and the Drouin-Warragul Road (as Queen Street) and continues progressively clockwise:

· north-westerly along the Drouin-Warragul Road (as Queen Street and Princes Way) to where the eastern off-ramp of the Princes Freeway enters that road

· continuing north-westerly along that off-ramp and along the northern carriageway of that freeway to the point where it crosses Buln Buln Road
